Stephanie presented examples of “finding aids” (inventory with background) from other libraries.  We must consider how accessible we want our stuff to be.  We learned we must find out if we gave copy write to the Tippecanoe County Historical Association when files were placed there.  Stephanie also advised us to consider what stuff is desirable to keep.  Betty and others will visit TCHA next week to begin this learning process.

Jane continues to precept the work of Elizabeth Below, our professional writing intern who helped prepare the voters guide.  Next areas of work are our written history and the power point presentation.  These are linked so she will be asked to work on both of them. Direction to the Board

Copies of direction to the board from the May 2008 Annual Meeting were attached to the agenda and reviewed.  Betty will contact Diane Damico regarding a “pay as you throw” program for solid waste.  We agreed to join HAPA.  We discussed where in the program planning process Mary Lempke’s direction regarding midwifery can best be addressed.
